The children in Nursery have continued learning about the different aspects
of healthy eating and the foods that contribute to good health.

This week they explored food groups and worked alongside the teacher to
organise these foods. They also completed their ‘healthy me’ display.




OUR EYFS

The Reception children have continued learning about the things that contribute to good health.

Their focus has been on planting and growing. We discussed in detail the various foods that we enjoy
during the spring season and decided to plant and grow some of them. —

At the table we sat to discuss things such as gardening; those who have
a garden at home shared information about the plants they had growing
in their garden. They discussed the plants/herbs they had growing
indoors which were used in cooking and they looked at various packets
of vegetable seeds before deciding on which one to plant. They also
want to grow strawberries.

The children’s knowledge of the planting process and gardening
equipment were tested when they were shown some images of
gardening tools and were also introduced to new words such as
roots, stem, sprout, compost amongst other things.

They were then encouraged to start the planting process by first
filling their pots with compost before adding the seeds and water.

They used creative materials to make a chick; this
linked nicely with our spring activities this week.

The children thoroughly enjoyed this creative activity.
They continued playing and making the chick sound well
after the lesson was over.

Blaise’s grandmother (Linda) also came in to share some reading with
our children in reception. The stories she read included Llama, Llama
and Bluey.

Clelia demonstrated her fantastic listening skills by recalling events from
the first story.

Year 3 — Science
This week, Year 3 have been looking at the purpose of light.
The children learnt that we need light, whether natural or artificial, to see the world around us.

They carried out an experiment to show how light reflects off different surfaces and bounced back into
our eyes so that we can see.

They understood that the absence of light produced complete darkness. During the lesson they
discussed why reflective materials were useful and concluded that certain colours and reflective
materials were important to add to clothing so that people could be seen whilst walking during darker
seasons of the year.

The children then each designed their own section of a pupil school bag.
